14/139 PUBLIC FORUM:-
Mrs Susan Sellers on behalf of St Mary’s Church invited the Parish Council to lay a wreath at the Remembrance Day Service on Sunday 9th November.

A member of the public present asked the Chairman and Vice Chairman if they had read the Open and Accountable Local Government Document August 2014 produced by the Department for Communities and Local Government. The clerk advised that all members of the Parish Council have been provided with the Yorkshire Local Councils Associations advice note concerning the Openness of Local Government Bodies Regulations 2014.
14/140 POLICE REPORT:-
A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was distributed.
14/141 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:-
County Councillor M Jordan reported that the Allerton Park Waste Recovery Park has been given the go ahead and advised on his recent meeting with the Police and Crime Commissioner to discuss speeding issues in the District.
Councillor Jordan also gave an update on the recent changes to the Highways Department. 
District Councillor J Deans advised that he had contacted the Environmental Health Department concerning the rats reported at Hagg Lane Green/Barnsley Loft. It was noted that Andy Rouse – Environmental Health Officer had carried out a site visit and Councillor Deans was awaiting his report which he would feedback to the Parish Council.

County Councillor M Jordan advised that he had not received a reply regarding the continuation of the footpath down to the railway line and agreed to chase this up with Plasmor.

The clerk read out an email received from Michael Gatenby – Arriva Yorkshire concerning the Service 4 bus on Saturday 27/09 which had to terminate before serving the village due to unsympathetic parking near the playing fields.
It was agreed that a letter would be sent to HI & PFA advising them of the problem and asking them to appoint a steward to supervise the parking on match days.
It was also agreed to forward a copy of the letter to Hemingbrough Primary School as the letter from Arriva had also raised the ongoing issue of car parking outside school.
