14/098 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
Plasmor Footpath
It was noted that County Councillor Mike Jordan had spoken to Plasmor and submitted a request to include the footpath in the planning conditions for the new application. 
The footpath from Northfield to the railway is closed at present and the Parish Council have asked that at the end of the works this is re-instated and be made a public right of way which should remain open all year round.
Tree Works
Councillor McCann advised that George Fillingham had removed the overhanging branches as agreed at the May Parish Council meeting but as the resident wanted more of the trees removing a local tree surgeon had been asked to provide a report and quote for the work required.
It was noted that the tree surgeon had recommended the removal of three trees due to damage with the re-planting of three Rowan or Hawthorn trees to be done between November and March. The quote of £120.00 for the removal of the three trees was proposed by Councillor N Pickering, seconded by Councillor M Senior and unanimously agreed.
Following on from the complaint raised at the July meeting concerning an overgrown hedge at Water Lane a quote of £300.00 for the topping of the hedge to a reasonable height had been received and this was also proposed by Councillor N Pickering, seconded by Councillor M Senior and unanimously agreed.     
Councillor J Strelczenie reported that he had received a complaint from a member of the public concerning overgrown trees at St Marys Avenue and it was agreed that a quote would be obtained.
14/099 CONSIDER AND DECIDE ON PURCHASE OF DOG BIN FOR HEARTHSTONE ROAD, HEMINGBROUGH.

Councillor K McCann advised that he had received a request for another dog bin along Hearthstone Road. It was proposed by Councillor N Pickering, seconded by Councillor G Harrison and unanimously agreed that the Parish Council would purchase a dog bin to be sited near the substation.

14/100 PLANNING:-
a) Applications Received ex Selby District Council:- 
1. (2014/0608/FUL) Proposed erection of 1No. 4 bedroom detached house on land adjacent to Drey 77, Water Lane, Hemingbrough.  Strongly Object
1) Design & Access Statement 

Access Routes – The Parish Council question the statement that there is a regular bus service to both Selby and Goole train stations.

Site Parking – This states a maximum of 4 cars with turning area for easy egress, the Parish Council would question this and have concerns regarding parking particularly during construction.

2) Over development of the site -  1750mm from Manor Cottage, only 600mm from eastern boundary and 900mm from western boundary.

Proposed Height – The height of the house is more than that of the neighbouring properties. Drey 77 is 8000 to ridge, Manor Cottage is 7500 and the proposed house is 9100. This is not consistent with the street scene due to the height and also the Velux windows on the front elevation.
This is contrary to the Village Design Statement which states that backland development should be subservient to the other properties.

2. (2014/0632/HPA) Proposed two storey rear bedroom and sun room extension at Standerton, Water Lane, Hemingbrough. Comment Only
1) The proposed east elevation shows a doorway but the floor plan shows that this has been blocked up.
