The clerk read out a report prepared by District Councillor M Jordan giving an update on various issues including speeding, the Community Safety Partnership (CSP) and library consultation.

14/176 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES:-

With the amendment as listed below the Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 20th November 2014 were proposed by Councillor M Senior, seconded by Councillor R Chilvers and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
14/159 – Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group- It was noted that the group had received a letter stating that there is a plague of rats on the Hagg Lane site and indicating that the source of the nuisance is some bags of grain from the agricultural buildings.

14/177 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
Plasmor Footpath
Councillor McCann advised that he attended a Plasmor meeting on the 16th December and gave an informative overview of the meeting.
Tree Works
The clerk advised that following on from the November meeting she has met with Mark Bell at Water Lane Pond who advised that the Oak tree is healthy but incorrectly sited causing this to grow over due to lack of light. He has recommended the removal of the Oak tree and to crown lift the surrounding trees and quoted £100 to carry out the work.

Councillor J Strelczenie proposed that George Fillingham should be asked to carry out the work as per his quote of £160.00 and this was seconded by Councillor R Chilvers.
Councillor K McCann then put forward a counter proposal that the Parish Council should accept the lowest quote (£100 Mark Bell) and this was seconded by Councillor Pickering on the provision that the Parish Council are provided with a copy of his tree surgery certificates. 
The counter proposal achieved 6 votes and the proposal to ask George to carry out the work received 3 votes therefore with the majority vote it was agreed to ask Mark Bell to carry out the work.

Parish Council Newsletter

It was agreed to bring Item 14a) forward to be included as part of the following discussion.
Hemingbrough Parish Council/Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green 
The Chairman read out a letter from the YLCA confirming their suggestion that in order to resolve the situation the Parish Council should form a committee comprising of two or three independent councillors to undertake a formal investigation into the issues that have been raised about Hagg Lane, the land and funding for the project. 
Due to the complexity of the situation the Chairman suggested that the Parish Council may need to look at appointing an independent committee not comprising of members of the Parish Council and that they need to seek further advice on this.
It was also noted that as this is now subject to an enquiry all communications regarding Hagg Lane Green should be sent to the clerk who will make these available to the investigation committee.

It was proposed that the investigation was done by Selby District Council and District Councillor K McSherry agreed to approach the Selby District Council monitoring officer for advice on this.
14/178 ‘PLAN SELBY – CONSIDER AND DECIDE ON PARISH COUNCIL RESPONSE:-
