14/121 PUBLIC FORUM:-
A member of the public present asked about any publications showing the public footpaths in Hemingbrough and Councillor McCann advised that he would make this available for him. 
14/122 POLICE REPORT:-
A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was distributed.
14/123 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:-
As no County or District Councillors were present no reports were given.

14/124 CLERKS REPORT:-
The clerk reported that Andrew Towlerton had tendered his resignation from the post of Local Councils Officer with the Yorkshire Local Councils Association (YLCA).
It was also noted that further correspondence had been received from a member of the public which would be on the October agenda and all Parish Councillors were given a copy.

14/126 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES:-
The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 21st August 2014 were proposed by Councillor K McCann, seconded by Councillor M Senior and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
14/127 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
Plasmor Footpath
Councillor McCann advised that County Councillor M Jordan had sent an email to Julian Slater (Plasmor) enquiring about the continuation of the footpath down to the railway line but as he was not present no further update could be given.

Councillor Strelczenie reported that a number of people are now using the footpath but that concern had been raised about dogs being let off the lead and the impact that this may have on the wildlife especially during the nesting period.
Tree Works
The clerk reported that she was meeting with George Fillingham 19/09 to discuss any work required to the trees at Water Lane Pond.
14/128 DISCUSS VACANCY IN THE OFFICE OF COUNCILLOR:-

A member of the public present who would like to be considered for the vacancy addressed the Parish Council and it was agreed that co-option for the vacancy would be put on the October agenda.
14/129 CONSIDER AND DECIDE ON PURCHASE OF DOG BIN FOR HAGG LANE, HEMINGBROUGH:-

Councillor M Senior advised that he had received a request for another dog bin along Hagg Lane. It was proposed by Councillor J Strelczenie, seconded by Councillor G Harrison and unanimously agreed that the Parish Council would purchase a dog bin to be sited near the entrance to Fairfield Farm.
14/130 CONSIDER AND DECIDE ON THE PURCHASE OF DOG BIN FOR SCHOOL ROAD, HEMINGBROUGH:-

The clerk advised that she had received a letter from a member of the public requesting a dog bin at the beginning of School Road. It was proposed by Councillor J Strelczenie, seconded by Councillor G Harrison and unanimously agreed that the Parish Council would purchase a dog bin to be sited near Chapel Balk Lane.
14/131 RECEIVE UPDATE FROM PHHHS REPRESENTATIVE ON HEMINGBROUGH COMMUNITY PROJECTS:-
Councillor R Procter advised that the PHHHS has taken ownership of the Hearthstone Filling Station through a newly formed company PHHHS Community Interest Company who have full public liability and an operative bank account.

PHHHS intend to demolish the filling station and create a Memorial Garden to commemorate the Centenary of the First World War and also to remember the deceased of all wars from Hemingbrough and the surrounding area.

Councillor Procter also reported that the PHHHS are also to commence work in the Old Ways to tidy up old course of the river Ouse, open up the ponds, create pathways and provide tables and seating. 
The Chairman said he was looking forward to the eyesore at the entrance to the village being transformed and also thanked Councillor Senior for continuing to cut the grass at the filling station for the last three years.

14/134 HEAR REPORTS FROM COMMITTEE REPRESENTATIVES:-
It was noted that the next CEF meeting is due to be held on Monday 29th September and the YLCA meeting on Wednesday 8th October. 
The Chairman was also asked to request a new light for the village institute at the next HI & PFA meeting to be held on Wednesday 1st October.
14/135 CORRESPONDENCE:-
a) Resident – Receipt of further correspondence regarding Hemingbrough Parish Council and Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group was noted.

Councillor K McCann explained the background to the setting up of the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group, the ownership of the land and the Heritage Lottery Application.
The clerk advised that the Parish Council accounts records show no financial transactions relating to the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group (except for the annual maintenance grant) since January 2009. It was noted that as the current clerk did not take up her post until March 2009, the Parish Council would need to seek further information regarding any historic financial transactions and it was agreed that this would be discussed further at the next meeting.  

b) Resident – Receipt of letter regarding parking issues was noted and the clerk was asked to refer this to Highways. 
c) Post Office – Receipt of letter regarding the relocation of Hemingbrough Post Office was noted. The clerk advised that she had contacted the Post Office following concern raised by a number of elderly residents that they will lose the use of the post box outside the current location and that the remaining post boxes will be located at the other end of the village. 

It was noted that a reply had been received from Adrian Wales – Regional Network Manager stating that there was no plans to relocate the post box.
d) Selby District Council – Receipt of Polling District and Polling Places Review was noted and a short questionnaire was completed.
e) White Rose Carbon Capture & Storage Project – Receipt of notification in accordance with regulation 11 of the Infrastructure Planning Regulations 2009 was noted.
f) Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group: Receipt of Minutes of Meeting held on 19th August 2014 was noted.
