14/156 PUBLIC FORUM:-
A resident present thanked the Parish Council for their prompt action in getting a street light repaired and also raised the problem of leaves accumulating in the storm drains and becoming blocked.
A member of the public present addressed the Parish Council concerning the Parish Council and Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green.
14/157 POLICE REPORT:-
A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was distributed.
14/158 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:-
District Councillor M Jordan advised that North Yorkshire County Council are consulting on proposals to change how library services are run across North Yorkshire. It is proposed that each of the seven districts including Selby will all retain a core library with further proposals for additional hybrid and community managed libraries.
Councillor Jordan also spoke about the start of the winter gritting season and advised that the Government have announced that £25 million will be made available to provide new minibuses to community transport operators in rural and isolated areas.
Councillor R Chilvers raised concerns about an increase in hare coursing in the village, it was noted that the police have been informed and Councillor Jordan agreed to bring this up with the PCSO’s at his meeting next week.

District Councillor J Deans advised that Selby District Council held an extraordinary meeting on Tuesday 18th November and approved a six week consultation on PLAN Selby, a document that will set out how and where future growth and development will happen across the district. 

It was noted that consultation events will be held and the document will be available on the SDC website or at ‘Access Selby’.

It was agreed that this would be put on the agenda for further discussion at the December meeting.

Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group – It was noted that the group had received a letter stating that there is a plague of rats on the Hagg Lane site and indicating that the source of the nuisance is some bags of grain from the agricultural buildings. It was noted that following on from the October meeting District Councillor J Deans had passed this onto Environmental Health and he gave an update on this.

14/161 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES:-

District Councillor J Deans left the meeting at 8.10pm.
14/162 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
Plasmor Footpath
County Councillor M Jordan advised that he had attended a meeting with the Plasmor planning officer and Julian Slater on Friday 14th November and gave an overview of the points raised at the meeting. It was noted that they have agreed to establish a public right of way around the edge of the site once all the work has been completed. 

Councillors K McCann and J Strelczenie thanked Councillor Jordan for all the work he has done and asked if he could arrange a further meeting once the planning application is to be submitted.

Councillor R Chilvers also requested that provision is made for the sand martins. 

Tree Works
It was noted that George Fillingham has quoted £160.00 to carry out the work at Water Lane Pond and that the clerk was still awaiting a quote from Mark Bell.
Councillor J Strelczenie handed a copy of Mr Fillingham’s tree surgery certificates to the clerk.
Discussion took place regarding the trees at Water Lane Pond and it was resolved that the clerk would chase up the second opinion/quote as previously agreed and that a decision would be made at the December meeting.
14/163 DISCUSS PARISH OF HEMINGBROUGH HISTORICAL HERITAGE SOCIETY (PHHHS) :-

Councillor R Proctor gave an update on the progress of both the Memorial Garden and the development of Oldways.
Councillor J Strelczenie noted that the dyke was blocked from the North end to Tythe Farm and asked District Councillor K McSherry to report this to Nathan Culpan – Engineering Assistant.
A number of questions were raised with regards to the purchase and ownership of the Memorial garden site, the financial position of the group and the link between the two projects.

The clerk was asked to contact the YLCA with regards to the Parish Council’s position on the work being done at Oldways.
14/164 PLANNING:-
a) Applications Received ex Selby District Council:
1. (2014/1087/FUL) Erection of a 3 bed detached dwelling at Hazeldene, Hull Road, Hemingbrough. Comment Only
1) The bollards on the A63 are not shown on the plan so it is not possible to determine how this may affect the vehicular access.
2) The new dwelling would result in another drive coming out onto the main road.
2. (2014/1086/LBC) Listed building consent to convert the existing church farm barn into a 3 bedroom dwelling comprising of the re-roof of the building including velux windows and solar thermal panels at Church Farm, Main Street, Hemingbrough. Object (As Below)
3. (2014/0503/FUL) Conversion of barn into 3 bedroom ancillary accommodation comprising of the re-roof of the building including velux windows and solar thermal panels at Church Farm, Main Street, Hemingbrough. Object
1) The velux windows and solar panels would be in the curtilage of a listed building and would be visible from a public place (south side) which is not acceptable in a conservation area.

2) The proposal to replace the floor with chipboard is not suitable for this type of building.

3) If granted a condition should be made that the occupancy is for family use only as no affordable housing contribution is being made.
4) The method statement lists the removal of a chimney stack but this has still not been shown on the existing plan.

5) As there is evidence of bats it would be prudent to erect bat boxes around the premises.

4. (2014/1073/COU) Proposed change of use from shop and flat to dwelling at Post Office, Street Record, Main Street, Hemingbrough. No Objections

Councillor Drew noted that all the points raised previously have been looked into and proposed that as historical issues are being raised at each meeting this is now removed from future agendas unless any new information is brought to light.
