14/106 PUBLIC FORUM:-

Plasmor Footpath
Discussion took place regarding public rights of way (PROW) and County Councillor M Jordan agreed to speak to Julian Slater regarding ownership of the old accommodation road and if this could be subject to a PROW during the planning negotiations.
Councillors J Strelczenie and K McCann agreed to seek confirmation in writing with regard to the winter closure of the permissive path.
Tree Works
The clerk advised that she had received a letter of thanks from a resident of Ferry Close for the assistance provided by the Parish Council in the removal of overhanging trees.
It was also noted that the Parish Council had been contacted by a resident who is concerned about overhanging trees at Water Lane pond and it was agreed that the Parish Council would seek further advice on this.
Orchard End Play Area
The clerk advised that she had sent two letters to Hogg the Builder to enquire as to their intentions for the play area but that she had not received any response from them.
Discussion took place with regard to the previous exclusive use of the play area and the planning conditions and it was agreed that the clerk would continue to pursue Hogg’s.
14/114 DISCUSS HEDGE CUTTING AT ST MARY’S CHURCH:-

The clerk advised that she had received a number of complaints with regard to hedge cuttings left in the churchyard.

It was noted that Councillor K McCann had spoken to a churchwarden who had advised that the work had been carried out by the Community Payback Team who had left the cuttings in the wrong place and would be coming back within the week to tidy them up.
