14/005 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:-

The clerk read out an update received from the group advising that they were still looking into their options for the playgroup.

It was agreed that the quotes received for the land valuations would be discussed at the March meeting and the Parish Council would look into the funding available for this.
14/011 PLANNING:-
a) Applications Received ex Selby District Council:- 
1. (2013/1191/FUL) Application for the siting of a pigeon loft on land adjacent to Frog Hall, Hagg Lane, Hemingbrough. Strongly Object
1) Application Form
Section 1 - First name has been omitted.

Section 3 - States that work has not started but sections of the building are already on site.

Section 7 - There is no provision for waste storage and collection but a pigeon loft must generate waste.

Section 9 - There is no description of any existing or proposed boundary treatment or existing or proposed vehicle access or hard standing.

Section 10 - No information or provision for any existing or proposed vehicles going to the site. Vehicles must be accessing the site during and after construction.

Section 13(a) - States that there are no protected or priority species on land near the proposed development when this is opposite a SINC site.

 Section 13(b) - States no designated sites when Hagg Lane is a known breeding site for Great Crested Newts.

Section 19 - States no employees, who is to look after the pigeons.

Section 20 - Not completed.

Section 23 - States no hazardous waste - What about the waste generated from the pigeon loft.

Section 24 - The site can clearly be seen from a public road, public footpath etc. 

2) The plans are in one name and the application is in another name.

3) The development is in open countryside

4) An Environmental and Wildlife survey must be done as the proposed development is within 500m of Hagg Lane Ponds and Water Lane Pond.

5) The size of the proposed loft is very large for domestic use, will this be used commercially. 

6) Concern re vehicle access and egress onto a busy road

7) The site is outside permitted development limits and is not directly connected or essential 

for the needs of agriculture or forestry.

8) The site is beside an open water course with a danger of contamination.

2. (2013/1140/COU) Change of use of dwelling from C3(B) to C2 (one additional bedroom only) at The Lodge, Landing Lane, Hemingbrough.  Object

1) Concern regarding the volume of traffic already accessing the site which would be increased with the addition of another resident. 

2) This is not a suitable area for a category C2 dwelling.

3. (2013/1268/HPA) Erection of a side extension to create additional living accommodation at 67 St Marys Avenue, Hemingbrough. Object
1) There is no provision for parking for the proposed four bedroom property, the extension would cause the loss of off road parking and vehicular access to the garage.

2) Concern regarding the loss of amenity to the neighbouring property.

4. (2013/1233/FUL) Proposed erection of a new 3 bedroom detached dwelling to the rear of 

6 Main Street, Hemingbrough. Object
1) This is back land development and the proposed dwelling would not be subservient to the properties at the front.

2) There is no chimney stack in accordance with the Village Design Statement.

3) Concern regarding vehicle access onto Main Street.

4) Design & Access Statement No. 5.6 - Refers to the installation of Photovoltaic and Solar 
Panels but there is no mention of the proposed positioning.

5) Design & Access Statement No. 3.1 - If permission is granted then a condition should be made that this is for residential use only and all commercial usage must cease.
b) Note planning permission refused for:- NIL
c) Note planning permission granted for:-

1. Section 73 application to vary condition 2 of planning permission 2011/0966/REM to allow the installation of obscure windows in the side elevations of the approved dwellings at The Cottage, Water Lane, Hemingbrough.
