14/018 PUBLIC FORUM:-
A member of the public present expressed concern regarding the state of the Oldways Lane as the surface has been all churned up by horses and is now unwalkable.

It was noted that Oldways is an unclassified county road which is Highways maintainable at public expense and County Councillor M Jordan agreed to look into this further.
14/019 POLICE REPORT:-

A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was distributed.
14/020 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:-
District Councillor K McSherry advised that Selby District Council would be holding a Full Council meeting on Tuesday 25th February and that a Council Tax increase of 1.96% was expected to be approved.
It was also noted that there was a 13% reduction in Central Government Funding to be paid to Parish and Town Councils in respect to the Council Tax Support Scheme.

County Councillor M Jordan reported that North Yorkshire County Council had approved a Council Tax increase of 1.99% and advised that he would be promoting Neighbourhood Watch at the Community Engagement Forum meeting being held on Wednesday 12th March.

The Chairman expressed concern regarding the poor road surface conditions of the Selby Bypass and asked County Councillor M Jordan who was responsible for this. Councillor Jordan advised that a legal dispute was on-going to establish liability.

She then went on to advise that over the last few months she had experienced problems with  the Parish Council website due to this being a very old version and it was noted that due to an error made by the web host the agenda for the February meeting had been posted very late.
