14/032 POLICE REPORT:-

A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was distributed.
14/033 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:-
County Councillor M Jordan advised that North Yorkshire County Council had raised the council tax by 1.99%.
Following on from the February meeting he confirmed that Oldways was an unclassified county road maintainable at public expense and open to all traffic. It was noted that it is an  offence to disturb the surface of a path and it was agreed that notices would be put up.
District Councillor J Deans advised that Selby District Council had recently adopted the Affordable Housing Supplementary Planning Document ( AHSPD) and it was noted that the Core Strategy was still under review following a legal challenge.

a) Councillors K McCann and N Pickering both declared a Non Registerable Interest in Item (14/039d) Discuss and Consider Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group Maintenance Grant (£600) due to being members of the group.
14/036 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES:-
The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 20th February 2014 were proposed by Councillor M Senior, seconded by Councillor J Sedman and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
14/037 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
Plasmor Footpath
It was noted that Councillors J Strelczenie, K McCann and County Councillor M Jordan had attended a  meeting with Plasmor on Tuesday 4th March to discuss the issues of concern. It was noted that although the meeting had been very productive ongoing there was still issues surrounding ownership of the land and the permissive path and it was agreed that Councillor McCann would pursue this. 
County Councillor M Jordan left the meeting.
14/038 PLANNING:-
a) Applications Received ex Selby District Council:- 
1. (2013/1161/FUL) Construction of a single 500kw wind turbine (50mto the hub and 77.9m to the tip) and associated structures on land to the east of Cliffe at Street Record, Oxen Lane, Cliffe. Strongly Object
1) Section 13 of the application (Biodiversity & Geological Conservation) states that there are no important habitats or other biodiversity features near the proposed site when this is very near to the Hagg Lane SINC site and the wildlife ponds scheme at Plasmor. The turbine blades could affect the flight path of migratory birds.

2) Constant Energy document - This states that the planning application is being made to Credigion Council not Selby.

3) Leeds Bradford Airport Radar Impact Assessment (Section 4) - This states an objection to the application.

4) Ecological Consultancy (Desk Study Section 2.2) -  In section 2.2.2.2 it states that there are two local SINC sites Haymoors Wood and The Old Railway Line (Osgodby) but there is no mention of the Hagg Lane SINC site so the data on protected species is incomplete (Hagg Lane is closer to the proposed turbine than Haymoors Wood).

5) Landscape & Visual Impact Assessment 

Section 1.2 (Introduction) states that there is a recently refused application for a wind farm in Cliffe, The proposed turbine would be very visually intrusive in such an open area.

Section 4.4 (Landscape value - historic influences) This states that according to the National Monuments Record the nearest monument no.1074936 lies within the boundary of the proposed site.

Section 4.6.1 (Landscape value - ecological influences) Again this does not mention the Hagg Lane site but does mention sites further away. 

Section 4.6.2 This mentions breeding birds on Lower Derwent Valley, some of these birds fly over the turbine site on a regular basis.

Section 4.6.5 This does mention Hagg Lane Green as a SINC site with protected species, these would only be 1.2km away from the turbine.
Section 10.2 Visual Assessment - This states that of the 14 view points chosen, 11 were considered to have a HIGH level of sensitivity due to the open views of the site from neighbouring houses.

6) The Archaeological Geophysical Survey report shows that the application area is one of archaeological interest with potential for the survival of archaeological remains and If permission was to be granted then a full survey should be done.

7) Robin Hood Airport submitted an objection to a previous local wind turbine application as this was within their radar area, they should also be consulted on this application.
