14/187 ‘PLAN’ SELBY:-

Councillor J Strelczenie and K McCann gave an overview of the ‘PLAN’ Selby Town and Parish Council workshops attended.

Due to the timing of the publication and the complexity of the document it was agreed that the clerk would contact Selby District Council and request a time extension until the end of February to allow the Parish Council to give this full consideration.

Councillor R Procter proposed that the Parish Council call a public meeting to allow the residents of Hemingbrough to put their views forward, this was seconded by Councillor R Chilvers and agreed.
Due to timing constraints the Parish Council concentrated their consideration primarily on question number 51 – Hemingbrough and recommended three sites from those put forward for development. 
The following observations were also noted:- 
Hemingbrough village is on the south side of the A63 and should remain so, all future housing development must stay on the south of the A63 and the village should not have a main A road passing through the middle as it once did.

House building should start to the east of the village and access should be improved from the A63 at this point to relieve the ever increasing pressure of traffic on Main Street.

At the moment one retail grocers accommodates the whole village and development to the east would be easier if a second shop could be incorporated here.

Hemingbrough will require an extension to the primary school sufficient to accommodate an increase in housing by 76 dwellings. There is also a need for a village hall that includes sport/fitness facilities, youth facilities and a large function room.

County Councillor M Jordan left the meeting.
Councillor N Pickering, District Councillor J Deans, District Councillor K McSherry and Mr Jonathan Lund arrived at the meeting.

The member of the public present addressed the Parish Council regarding ‘PLAN’ Selby.

It was agreed that Items No.7 and No.9 would be brought forward to allow Mr Lund to speak to the Parish Council regarding the Hemingbrough Parish Council/Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Investigation.
14/190 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS:-

14/191 HEMINGBROUGH PARISH COUNCIL/HEMINGBROUGH HAGG LANE GREEN INVESTIGATION:-

Mr Lund advised the Parish Council that he was present to offer help and guidance on resolving the ongoing issues.
The suggestion from the YLCA that a committee (comprising of two or three independent councillors) is formed to undertake a formal investigation was discussed but it was agreed that the Parish Council were not in a position to independently investigate the issues that have been raised. 
Mr Lund then put forward a number of other options that were available and the approx. cost implications involved.

Following clarification from Mr Lund on the declaration of interests surrounding the voting it was proposed by Councillor R Drew, seconded by Councillor K McCann and unanimously agreed to proceed with an independent enquiry.

Councillor J Strelczenie proposed that the Parish Council appoint Selby District Council to carry out the investigation, this was seconded by Councillor R Procter and unanimously agreed. Clerk to confirm in writing to Selby District Council. RESOLVED
