16/179 PUBLIC FORUM:- 
Mrs Susan Sellers thanked the Parish Councillors who attended the Remembrance Service at St Marys and laid the wreath.

A member of the public reported on the meeting with Gary Lumb – NYCC Highways and asked the Parish Council to consider a Vehicle Activated Sign for School Road.
A member of the public talked about the 20’s Plenty Campaign throughout the area.
16/180 POLICE REPORT:-
A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was distributed.
16/181 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:- 
Councillor M Jordan confirmed that Selby District Council do not currently have a 5 Year Land Supply and advised that they will not be going ahead with work to explore the possibility of a new garden village in the Church Fenton area 

Councillor M Jordan also reiterated that NYCC had authorised funding to clear the footpath between from the Memorial Garden to Hagg Lane and that he was happy to fund the 20’s Plenty wheelie bin stickers. 
16/182 APOLOGIES: - Councillors L Carstairs and R Procter

16/183 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS:-

a) Councillor F Davidson declared a Disclosable Pecuniary Interest in Item (16/188g) Hall for Hemingbrough due to being a member of the group.

b) Councillor G Harrison declared a Disclosable Pecuniary Interest in Item (16/188a) Registration and License Update / Village Greens due to being a member of Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group.
16/184 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:-
The Chairman thanked Councillor’s R Drew, E Kinsella, R Procter, L Stebbings and Mrs Sue Kinsella for their help in delivering the newsletters.

Councillor Strelczenie also advised that North Yorkshire County Council (NYCC) have awarded the contract to clear the footpath from the Memorial Garden to Hagg Lane to Mr George Fillingham (Parish Council Grass Cutting Contractor) who will be carrying out the work within the next few weeks.
16/185 BRUFF CLUB DONATION REQUEST:- 
Janet Haffegee Chair of the Bruff Club advised that the donation request is to support the ongoing viability of the club in the short term.
The club which was established in 2001 as a charitable organisation provides out of school and holiday care for children in the village but due to the current low usage and increasing costs (i.e. minimum wage increases) this has resulted in financial difficulties.

It was noted that the club has sought to address the situation through fee increases, fundraising events, publicity to the surrounding areas and a temporary reduction in rent by the HI & PFA however these steps will take some time to impact on their financial position.

It was also noted that although entry into the reception class at Hemingbrough Community Primary School has reduced from a level of 32 in 2014 to 17 in 2016 this would appear to be a short term issue with Hemingbrough Pre-School reporting a significant intake in September 2016.

It was agreed that the Bruff Club is an important asset to the village and it was proposed by Councillor R Drew, seconded by Councillor J Sedman and unanimously agreed to make a one off payment of £2,000 to support the club and ensure that it continues to provide childcare facilities for the residents of Hemingbrough.
16/186 CLERKS REPORT:- 
Correspondence not listed on the agenda was noted:-
Clerk & Councils Direct Newsletter
The clerk read out correspondence received from a resident regarding dog fouling and advised that NYCC have agreed to exclude the streetlight at the bottom of the Cloisters from the Part Night Lighting Scheme so this will now remain on throughout the night.
16/187 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES:-

The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 20th October 2016 were proposed by Councillor F Davidson, seconded by Councillor K Terry and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
16/188 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Registration and License Update/Village Greens
The clerk advised that Elmhirst Parker have carried out the title checks and are in the process of writing to Land Registry.

Councillor R Chilvers agreed to work with Councillor F Davidson to register Oldways and to pass on the paperwork to Elmhirst Parker.
b) Water Lane Pond
Councillor E Kinsella reported that no further progress has been made with Askham Bryan College since Dr J Williams (who was overseeing the project) left her post.

The Chairman advised that Andy Pulleyne had started work on the pond on Tuesday (15/11) and this was now virtually clear with all the reeds and debris being taken to Plasmor who are using it on their wildlife area.

It was also noted that the saplings removed are to be chipped and that the ruts caused by the heavy machinery will be evened out.

Unfortunately as there is no water in the pond at present Andy Pulleyne is working with Dr Williams and looking to develop the pond into a wetlands meadow to provide a refuge for the newts.

It was proposed by Councillor F Davidson, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and unanimously agreed to purchase a wild meadow mix (mixture of grasses and wild flowers) as recommended by Dr Williams at a cost of approx £300.

It was also unanimously agreed to purchase warning signage for around the pond and also to obtain quotes for handrail/fencing for the pond area.  
c) Oldways – No Further Update
d) Speeding Measures Update – Landing Lane – No Further Update
e) Speeding on School Road
The Chairman advised that at the meeting with Gary Lumb – NYCC Highways he had confirmed that he would not install a barrier around the outside play area of the village institute as this could deflect a vehicle onto the adjacent footpath and suggested that the wall could be enforced on the inside.
The Chairman also advised that Mr Lumb had indicated that in general he was not in favour of the 20’s Plenty Campaign but it was agreed that the Parish Council would continue to look into this including 20’s Plenty stickers to be put on wheelie bins.
f) Land on St Marys Avenue registered to the Parish Council 

The Chairman reported that Gary Lumb – NYCC Highways had also looked at the land and indicated that due to a number of highway issues this would not be suitable for use as a car parking facility.

Councillor F Davidson advised that he had been in contact with Selby District Council to seek advice regarding the children’s play area and he was awaiting a response from them.

The Chairman read out correspondence received from a resident in response to the piece in the recent newsletter who has expressed a preference to leaving the piece of land as green belt and possibly enhancing it with flowerbeds.

Councillor Les Stebbings also proposed putting some trees on the land.

It was agreed that no further action would be taken until Councillor Davidson receives a response from Selby District Council and this will then be discussed further.  

g) Hall for Hemingbrough

Councillor F Davidson advised that the group are in the process of putting policies in place to enable them to apply to the Stronger Communities Grant Scheme.
